Women & Men Being Commercially Exploited & Sex Trafficked
Protection, healing, and deliverance from bondage. Protection of their minds
and spirits, that they can have hope for a healthier life of freedom. For
placement into a healthy community that is welcoming and loving, and for trust
to be established with those offering assistance. (John 10:10)

Rescue of the Trafficked & Exploited

Workers willing to engage the exploited and offer a healthier future. Resources
necessary to move into healthier lives (money, housing, medical, and
emergency needs associated with rescue). The exploited to have hearts ready
for help and change. (Psalm 107:19-20; 28)

Women & Men Who Have Been Rescued

Healing & restoration for those who have been rescued from sexual exploitation
and trafficking. New, loving communities that offer support and encouragement.
Readiness for healthy and bright futures, and opportunities to develop skills for
new careers. For healing, peace, and refuge in Christ. (Galatians 5:1)

Traffickers & Exploiters in the Commercial Sex Industry

Conviction of the damage they cause, and for repentance to change their
actions. For addictions and cycles of abuse to be broken. That God’s love would
break the stronghold of perversion and set them free. For the healing and
restoration of their hearts. (Isaiah 5:20-23; 55:2-3; Romans 2:4)

Redemption of Sexuality, That It May Return to What God Intended
For eyes to be cleansed and minds to be renewed to see people from a
perspective glorifying to God. That there would be widespread freedom from
messages that distort sexuality, or that normalize lust and objectification.
(Matthew 6:22)

Education & Awareness Within Our Communities

Awareness of the issue that leads to action and change in our communities and
all over the world. For things that are hidden in darkness to be brought into the
light. That the evil plans of the enemy will be recognized and not allowed to
thrive. (Matthew 4:16)

The Body of Christ

For a willingness to learn more about the issue of sex trafficking and to support
ministries like NightLight, however Christ leads. For a response of love and
acceptance toward individuals who have been exploited. For members of the
Church to be filled with compassion and a desire to mentor individuals who are
stepping into freedom. (Psalm 82:3; Galatians 5:13-14)
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
